In your efforts to identify projects that can be anticipated to be constructed within the SWCD FY2010 budget as
requested by the SWCD Board of Supervisors, we offer the following input.

The FY2010 Budget for Engineering Fees is $1,197,700. Some of the Construction related Engineering Fees will
be deferred on major projects until the Bond Funding is in place which may not be until late FY2010 or the
beginning of FY2011. The Board of Supervisors have asked if any construction projects can be advanced within
the Engineering Fees FY2010 Budget. We have prepared the attached updated Cash Flow Projections indicating
Engineering Fees spent through the first quarter of FY2010 and projected through the remainder of FY2010
along with two major construction projects — Culvert Cleaning and Culvert W-8 Replacement. This adds up to a
total budget of $1,368,541 versus the FY2010 Engineering Fee Budget of $1,197,700, or a difference of $170,841
over the FY2010 Engineering Fee Budget.

The two major projects recommended for construction are based on Preliminary Opinion of Costs that fit within
reasonable range of the FY2010 Engineering Fee Budget of $1,197,700 . Please note that the Preliminary
Opinion of Costs are based on review of previous similar projects identified through multiple sources including
FDOT bid lists, SWCD projects, similar projects by other public agencies, and industry cost summaries. They are
prepared for budgeting purposes only and are not a guarantee of actual costs. The two major projects
recommended for construction, and their Preliminary Opinion of Cost can be broken down in the following
manner:

Culvert Cleaning — Major Cleaning 31 Culverts — Base Bid $372,000
Culvert Cleaning — Minor Cleaning 42 Culverts — Alternate Bid $126,000
Culvert W-8 Replacement $150,000

Based on the impact on improvement of the drainage flow throughout SWCD, the Culvert Cleaning — Minor
Cleaning 42 Culverts is the lowest priority of the three. Eliminating this project at a Preliminary Opinion of Cost
of $126,000 would allow the other two — Culvert Cleaning — Major Cleaning 31 Culverts and Culvert W-8
Replacement — to be constructed for $44,841 above the FY2010 Engineering Fee Budget of $1,197,700. Based
on the present economic conditions and favorable construction costs, these projects may possibly be bid for
amounts that are completely within the FY2010 Engineering Fee Budget of $1,197,700. We recommend that
the above two projects — Culvert Cleaning — Major and Minor Cleaning and Culvert W-8 Replacement - be
advertised for bidding. After the opening of bids, the projected FY2010 Cash Flow and Budget will be reviewed
to determine which projects or portions of projects will go forward to construction.

As you may recall, we had a meeting here in the City Hall East Wing Conference room several months ago with
attendees including Ralph Merritt, Larry Staneart, Public Works and Code Enforcement staff regarding the drainage in
the Corporate Park.

I am forwarding a legal opinion from Rhoda Glasco-Foderingham regarding the maintenance responsibility for the
drainage easements, which seemed to be the area of most concern to Mr. Merritt.

Her opinion is that the property owners are required to maintain the easement. She notes that any improvements to the
easements would be the responsibility of the Sunshine Water Control District.

recorded in Plat Book 65 at Page 10, Broward County, Florida, as
recorded in Plat Book 65 at Page 50 of the Public Records of
Broward County, Florida)

The issue was raised as to who was responsible for the maintenance of the
drainage easements that were dedicated by Plats as referenced above.

The Plats in question are within the jurisdiction of the Sunshine Drainage District
that was created by Chapter 63-609, Laws of Florida. The District was created
under the provisions of Chapter 298, Florida Statutes and is responsible for
drainage within the boundaries of the District. The District is a special-purpose
local government (Special District) serving an area of north-central Broward
County.

The referenced Plats dedicate all canal, dikes and maintenance areas to the

Sunshine Drainage District, in fee simple. All easements are dedicated to the
perpetual use of the public, for purposes as indicated.

The Plats were approved by both the City Commission of the City of Coral
Springs (Resolution 67-54 and Resolution 68-27, respectively) and the Sunshine
Drainage District (December 13, 1967 and August 27, 1968, respectively).

There are no documents, other than the resolutions approving the Plats, which
could be located in the City’s records. Our office contacted the Sunshine
Drainage District and spoke with Daphne Gillard, Director of Administrative
Services, Wrathell, Hart, Hunt and Associates, LLC. She advised that the District
could not locate any documents related to the approval of the Plats.

As a general rule, the extent of the easement implied by a Plat depends on the
intent of the parties. Although not specifically stated on the Plat, the easements
related to drainage would be the responsibility of the District. All easements on
the Plat are dedicated to the public for the purposes indicated on the Plat. The
District, not the City, has the responsibility for drainage and therefore the
drainage easements would fall within the District's jurisdiction.

The property owners would be required to maintain the easement; however, any
improvements that may be required to the drainage easements would be the
responsibility of the District.

It may be beneficial for representatives of the District and the City to jointly
inspect the respective easements to determine what, if anything, needs to be
done.

Please advise if additional assistance is required from the City Attorney’s Office.

We have reviewed a permit application submitted by the City of Coral Springs to
Sunshine Water Control District on January 26, 2010 to construct a 16-inch HDPE
Water Main across Culvert Z on the west side of Coral Springs Drive just south of Royal
Palm Boulevard. The proposed water main will be constructed between the back of
curb of Coral Springs Drive and Canal Z. The water main crossing with concrete
encasement does not appear to be within the water line of Canal Z but does cross
above the 4 culverts within the SWCD Right-of-Way.

We recommend that SWCD issue a Right-of-Way Permit to the Applicant with the
following special conditions to be made part of the Right-of-Way Permit:

No drainage modifications are involved but all work must be in complete
compliance with the SWCD Permit Criteria Manual, last update February
2010, or any subsequent updates.

Work will be properly permitted through the City of Coral Springs
Department of Public Works and Engineering Department and all work will
conform to all applicable City codes.

The Applicant will be responsible for removing all trees and vegetation within
the SWCD Right-of-Way in the area of the proposed work.

The Applicant will be responsible for restoration of any damage to the
headwall, outiet pipes and canal banks.
